SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS PER AMENDED AS
FOLLOWS AND ADOPTED BY THE BOARD OF
SUPERVISORS ON MONDAY, OCTOBER 1, 2007.

Article V Required Improvements Section 500 General Requirements Section
504 Streets Delete the following: 504.5 - Concrete Street - All concrete streets
shall be designed in accordance with American Concrete Pavement Association
Standards and in accordance with the Jackson County Construction Manual, At
a minimum temperature, reinforcement will be required in all concrete streets.
Street thickness shall be a minimum of five (5) inches.

Article X - Maintenance Bond, Section 1000, Maintenance Bond currently reads
as follows: 1000.1 In order to assure that the installation and construction of
streets and other improvements are satisfactory, and that the standards are
prescribed in these regulations have been fulfilled, the subdivider shall post a
maintenance bond upon completion of these improvements in the amount
determined by the Planning Commisssion, guaranteeing to the county the
reasonable costs resulting from defective workmanship and/or materials. This
maintenance bond shall be in effect for one (1) year after acceptance of these
improvements by the Board of Supervisors of Jackson County. Where the
application of this section would impose an undue hardship upon an owner and/or
developer, the Board of Supervisors, upon the recommendation of the Planning
Commission, may waive the requirements of this section. Where the owner or
developer has let a contract to a solvent contractor to compete the required street
and other improvements and such contract contains a provision requiring a
maintenance bond to be in effect for a perod of one year after final completion of

the work.

Change to read as follows: Article X - Maintenance of Improvements Section 1000
Maintenance of Improvements 1000.1. The applicant shall be required to file a maintenance
surety with the Jackson County Planing Department prior to dedication in an amount
considered adequate by the County's Consulting Engineer and in a form satisfactory to the
Jackson County Board of Supervisor's Attorney, in order to assure the satisfactory condition
of the required improvements for a period of two (2) years or until 85% of lots are
developed, whichever is greater, after the date of their acceptance by the Jackson County
Planning Commission and dedication of same to the County.

CHANGES IN JACKSON COUNTY
SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS
AS OF NOVEMBER 1, 2004

Article VI, Section 601.1 Plats and Data for Preliminary Approval,

CREATE:

A description and/or plan of erosion and sediment
control measures, which will be employed to prevent
damaging increases in erosion or in flood height
velocities, must be submitted with the Preliminary

Plat.

1. If the comstruction site is 1 to 5 acres, a
Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan must be
submitted to the County.

2, If the construction site is greater than 5 acres,
a Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan must
be submitted to the County and the Mississippi
Department of Environmental Quality.

3. Certification of post construction best
management practice perpetual responsibility
and maintenance must be provided.

Sediment and Erosion Control

Installation of improvements must be done in such a
manner as to provide for the most effective control of
erosion and sediment. Practical combinations of the
following technical principles must be used.
Developers shall follow the standards and best
management practices as outlined in the Planning and
Design Manual for the Control of Erosion, Sediment
and Stormwater (USDA-NRCS, MS Department of
Environmental Quality, MS Soil and Water
Conservation Commission).

a. The smallest practical area of land ;hust be
exposed at any one time during development,



b. When land is exposed during development, the
exposure is to be kept to the shortest practical
period of time.

c. Temporary vegetation and/or mulching must
be used to protect critical area exposed during
development.

d. Sediment basins (debris basins, desilting

basins, or silt-traps) must be installed and
maintained to remove sediment from waters
from land undergoing development.

e. Provisions must be made to effectively
accommodate runoff caused by changed soil
conditions during and after development.

f. Permanent final vegetation and structures
must be installed as soon as practical in the
development.

g. The development plan must be fitted to the
topography and soils so as to create the least
possible erosions.

h. Wherever feasible, natural vegetation must be
retained and protected.

Maintenance of Facilities

All  improvements, including post construction best
management practices and landscaping, shall be maintained
in perpetuity and cannot be developed for any other use
which would limit or cause to limit the use of the
improvements. Responsibility and maintenance of these
improvements shall follow the Ownership of the property.

Each property owner shall, be liable within the contents of
his deed, for the maintenance of the improvements. A special
note this effect shall appear on any final plat of subdivision.

When problems arise due to inadequate maintenance, the
County Inspector may inspect the improvements and compel
the correction of the problem by written motice. If it is
impracticable for the property owner to make the correction,
the property owner may contract with the County for the
correction of the problem if such service is available,
provided the County is adequately reimbursed.

APRIL 4, 1994

ADD THE FOLLOWING TO ARTICLE V:
Section 510 Street Lights

510.1 When a developer plans an expansion of a subdivision,
creates a new subdivision, replats an existing subdivision,
develops part or all of a previously platted and recorded
subdivision, or creates a division of land as defined in Article I,
Section 106 of the Jackson County Subdivision Regulation,
which is located in a Lighting District as created by House Bill
No. 1638, 1991 Legislative Session, then the developer must
install the street lights in accordance with the lighting district’s

regulations.

When 2 developer plans a new subdivision which adjoins a
lighting district and the new subdivision is connected by streets
where one can travel as if in ome subdivision, then the
developer must petition the Board of Supervisors to become
part of that lighting district as created by House Bill No. 1638,
1991 Legislative Session and shall install the street lights in
accordance with the lighting district’s regulations.
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AN ORDINANCE REQUIRING THE FILING OF PLATS AND DATA OF SUBDIVISIONS IN JACKSON COUNTY, MISSISSIPPI; SPECIFYING
REQUIREMENTS AS TO PROCEDURES, DESIGN STANDARDS, REQUIRED IMPROVEMENTS, PLATS AND DATA NECESSARY FOR APPROVAL
OF SUCH SUBDIVISIONS BY JACKSON COUNTY, PROVIDING FOR VARIANCES: REQUIRING ENFORCEMENT BY JACKSON COUNTY;

AND PRESCRIBING PENALTIES FOR THE VIOLATION OF ITS PROVISIONS.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BQARD QF SUPERVISORS OF JACKSON COUNTY, MISSISSIPPI:

ARTICLE I

TITLE AND PURPOSE

Section 100 Necessity for Land Subdivision Regulations

100.17 In order to promote the health, safety, convenience, and general welfare of the inhabitants of Jackson
County, and to assist in bringing about the coordinated, efficient, and economical-development of the county,
there exists a need for the following regulations and minimum standards to be followed in the development
or redevelopment of Tand subdivision in Jackson County, Mississippi.

Section 101 Authority for Regulations

101.1 The provisions of the ordinance are adopted pursuant to the authority set forth in Title 17 of the
General Laws of the State of Mississippi, Chapter 1, Section 17-1-1 through 17-1-27 inclusive of the

Mississippi Code of 1972 annotated.

Section 102 Title

102.1 These regulations shall be known as the "Official Subdivision Regulations of Jackson County,
Mississippi" and may be so cited.

Section 103 Purpose

703.7 These regulations have as their purpose the attainment of objectives set forth in Section 100 of
Article I through the application of procedures, standards, and requirements herein established. Specifi-

cally, these regulations are:

a. To establish procedures governing the filing and approval of land subdivision plats and data in
"~ Jackson County.

b. To establish minimum standards governing streets, utilities, and other required improvements.

c. To establish minimum standards governing the preparation and filing of land subdivision plats and
data to be submitted to Jackson County for approval.

d. To insure the proper coordination of future streets and their development with existing or planned
streets.

e. To fix penalties for the violation of the provisions of these regulations.
f. To provide that Jackson County may vary these regulations in certain cases or under certain condi-

tions.

Section 104 Jurisdiction

104.1 From and after the date of adoption, these regulations shall govern all subdivisions of Tand within
the unincorporated area of Jackson County, Mississippi, provided, however, the provisions of these regula~
tions shall not be applicable to Tands containing three (3) or more acres and which are used presently or

proposed for farming and agricultural purposes.

Section 105 Administration

105.1 The Jackson County Planning Commission may employ any staff, person, persons, or consultants to assist
in the administration and coordination of these regulations. Final approval of plats and other data shall
be the responsibility of the Board of Supervisors as prescribed by law.

Section 106 Plat Required
106.7 These regulations and development standards shall apply to the following forms of land subdivisions:

a. Any owner and/or owners of land lying or being situated within the unincorporated area of Jackson
County who wish to divide such land into two (2) or more parcels, lots, sites, and/or other
divisions; either Tot consisting of less than three (3) acres, for the purpose, whether immediate
or future, of sale or development, or any party who wishes to resubdivide lands for such purpose
shall be required to abide by the rules, regulations, and procedures outlined in this ordinance.

b. The dedication, vacation or reservation of any pubTic or private easement through any tract of
Tand regardless of the area involved, including those for use by public and private utiltiy

companies; and/or

c. The dedication or vacation of any street or alley through any tract of Tand regardless of the area
involved.

d. The division of Tand, previously subdivided or platted, into tracts, Tots, sites or parcels, of
Tess than three (3) acres in area.

106.2 Plats Exempted

3. Division of a tract of land proposed to continue in it's present use as agricultural, farming and
growing of trees is exempted from these regulations, regardless of it's location in the County.

S. Any conveyance of land between immediate family members shall be exempt from these regulations,
when items under 106.1 b and ¢ are not involved.

106.3 Classification of Subdivided Lands

a. Platted Parcel

Any building site being situated on and abutting an approved county road and intended for a use
compatibte with the designated use of adjacent properties shall be considered as a parcel of
property; and upon compliance with the rules, regulations, and procedures herein set forth shall
be identified as a parcel for platting and/or a platted parcel.

b. Platted Subdivision
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
