Recreational Trails and Bank Stabilization Projects 

Two separate grant projects recently secured by Jackson County Board of Supervisors will provide 
important improvements to Inner Harbor Park. The Recreational Trails Project will enhance and 
enlarge the current trail sidewalk.  The proposed improvements will include a new pedestrian bridge 
and an additional 1000 linear feet to the current sidewalk path increasing the total trail length to 0.5 
miles. 

The second project will utilize grant assistance from the Pat Harrison Waterway District for erosion 
control and drainage improvements to the park.  This project will improve the existing drainage and 
establish shoreline stabilization necessary to protect property value, water quality, and habitat. 

Inner Harbor Park currently offers the citizens of Jackson County a safe and enjoyable recreational 
location.  These improvements will increase the park’s current usage by providing more outdoor 
recreational space for residents and tourists for years to come.
